November 8th      Adding A Touch More Class by Rob Cooper

Intro Session 6:30 -7
Geoff Griffith – When to Use .NET Instead of Access
Perhaps you’re wondering why we’re dedicated time to .NET. Well, it seems appropriate for us to be aware of leading technologies that are impacting our work. And, in many cases, we need to be able to advise our customers about what is available and what might be the appropriate tool for the job. Perhaps more importantly, we need to know how we can access data that may be store in a .NET application! To that end, Geoff will be helping us learn some of the fundamentals about .NET 

In October, Geoff gave us a brief overview about .NET, explaining what it is, the key acronyms and features. It was a lot to cram into 30 minutes, and some of felt overwhelmed. But, we learned a lot. This month, we’ll get more of the big picture as Geoff demonstrates some uses for .NET 

Geoff will bring .NET to our level ;-) Whether you are a novice or expert, this is a comfortable way to become familiar with .NET technologies. Geoff has been working with .NET for about 3 years. He actually learned NET at. the University of Colorado and earned 3rd place in the 2003 .NET programming contest sponsored by Microsoft. Subsequently, his job at GBS, Inc included working with .NET. Currently, Geoff is a Microsoft Access tester. That includes writing automation to test Access using a .NET framework. So, as you can see, Geoff is an excellent person to not only teach us about .NET, but to help us understand why is it so important for us to at least be familiar with the technology and options that it offers.
