Tonight’s Presentations
Beginner’s Corner – Teresa Hennig; Plan, Prepare, Share  -  Presentations Made Easy

In many arenas, public speaking skills can be a critical element of a person’s success. Being able to clearly communicate not only keeps people focused on the goal, but it can be an essential part of avoiding disastrous pitfalls and misunderstandings. 
We are comfortable talking with colleagues, clients and friends, so what’s the big deal about stepping it up a notch to talk in front of a group? There are lots of techniques that can make it easier. You might be surprised by some of the challenges that even the most seasoned speakers have overcome and that they continue to face. Preparation, practice and passion make it easier, but the most important part is to just DO IT!  
And remember that the Access meetings are a perfect venue for getting the experience that will help you to more effectively communicate. 
Teresa is an Access MVP and the president of the SAG and the PNWADG. The second day that she used Access, she decided to become an independent consultant/developer. And as they say, the rest is history. Effective communication skills and being passionate about helping others have been cornerstones of her success as a project manager, solutions architect and leader. 

Main Presentation – Phil Timmerman, Importing Excel Data into Access
You probably can’t count the times that you’ve had clean up imported data before it could be assimilated into your solutions. What would it be worth to have an efficient and reliable process for importing data from Excel?  Tonight, Phil is going to share a “real world” solution that he created for his company. 
Focused on cost effective, rapid development, Phil created an Invoice Processing application to resolve a problem related to data that they received from their corporate accounting department.  His process imports the poorly formatted data into Access tables, and then presents the data a format that the local accounting department can efficiently process.  This solution saves approximately 8 hours of process labor per week.  Phil’s presentation focuses on the import, validation and cleanup of Excel data.
Phil develops, tests and deploys software for commercial building environment systems to control the heating, cooling and lighting. For the last 15 years, Phil has been with Trane Company in the Office Infrastructure Services group where he writes and supports numerous Access business applications for customer contact, billing, service as well as wide area server file management and client backup applications.  

Like many in-house solutions, most applications are “low-hanging-fruit” opportunities that emphasize “quick-to-market”, low polish solutions.  While most development has been within MS Access, Phil also creates applications with Excel VBA and Windows Script host.
When not absorbed with work, Phil enjoys a well stocked shop full of wood and metal working tools. In stark contrast to the quick development for office solutions, Phil can easily spend ten hours building a “jig” to produce a one hour widget.

Beginner’s Corner – Conditional Formatting by Alex Spiridonov, Microsoft Access Tester
Conditional formatting helps users create great-looking and useful forms and reports by changing the appearance of controls when the specified conditions arise. For example, a control’s formatting can change based on the value of the control itself or based on the values of other controls or fields. Conditional formatting can also be used to disable or hide controls and to change the formatting of a control when it receives focus.
Alex is a Software Development Engineer in Test on the Microsoft Access team. Alex received his Master’s degree in Computer Sciences from the University of Texas at Austin and his Bachelor’s degree from DePauw University. Prior to joining Microsoft full-time, Alex spent three summers at Microsoft as an intern.
Main Presentation – SQL Server Compact Edition by Bill Vaughn
With all the new options for data storage, it can be a challenge to determine which format is the best fit for your solution – and that’s before you can get started on developing the UI. Bill’s talk will cover a lot of the material from his EBook. You’ll learn the answers to questions such as: “Where does SQL Server Compact Edition fit? How is it different than SQL Server, JET or other database engines? How is it installed and deployed? How are databases created and populated? How are databases accessed, replicated, maintained and protected? 
And, since SQL Server Compact Edition was touted to replace JET, Bill will also discuss whether or not that’s possible. Join us for an invaluable discussion that will give you a foundation for choosing the right DBMS to address your specific data access application requirements.

Bill Vaughn is an industry-recognized author, mentor and subject-matter expert on Visual Studio, SQL Server, Reporting Services and data access technology. With over thirty-five years in the computer industry, including 14 years at Microsoft, Bill made a significant transition in 2000. He stepped away from the corporate world to work on his books, mentoring and independent training seminars. His
latest are Hitchhiker's Guide to Visual Studio and SQL Server (7th Edition) and Hitchhiker's Guide to SQL Server Compact Edition. PNWADG – Upcoming Presentations
Amazon Web Services, by Mike Culver – November 20th

Mike will be explaining and demonstrating some of Amazon’s Web services with emphasis on how they can be leveraged by developers, such as online storage (known as Amazon S3, or Amazon Simple Storage Service).   Storage could be implemented as simply as “store backups online”, or more logically in code as “treat this online store as a data source”. Mike will show how you can pull the directory of the online store as XML, and import the XML as a static snapshot in an Access table. In addition to Amazon Simple Storage, there are a number of other Amazon Web Services such as one known as Amazon Mechanical Turk, which allows developers to make Web service calls that request people to do work, essentially an Internet-scale workforce.  Keep in mind, that to consume Web services from Access, developers need to use COM Interop with a .NET library – For most of us, that means teaming up with the right expert. But for now, the important part is know that it is feasible, reliable, and can be the practical solution that you need.


Mike Culver is part of the Developer Relations Group of Amazon Web Services, and he helps developers take advantage of the constantly evolving technologies that have become a critical aspect in obtaining information business competition. Previously, Mike worked at Microsoft and managed a team of technical evangelists, and had a role in the transformation of .NET from a vision to become reality.
